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What is the Mandarin Excellence Programme?

A new intensive language programme, funded by the Department
for Education.

The programme will see at least 5,000 school pupils in England on
track to fluency in Mandarin Chinese by 2020.

Participating schools — with support from UCL Institute of Education
and the British Council - are at the forefront of delivering the
programme and funding is available to support successful
delivery.

Students will take eight hours of Mandarin Chinese a week —
including four hours of classroom taught lessons — with selected
groups of pupils beginning from Year 7.
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Schools on the programme must also be able to:

Enrol at least 20 Year 7 MEP students each year.

Retain students year after year throughout the lifespan of the programme
Provide four hours of teacher-taught classroom lessons for the MEP
cohort.

Provide a programme of at least eight hours a week, made up of a

combination of teacher taught lessons, after-school teaching, self-study
and intensive study courses (in China and the UK).

Act as or work with a hub school, growing the number of schools and
pupils in the local area on the programme.

Pupils will be assessed and will be required to sit annual hurdle tests to
demonstrate that they are achieving a high level of fluency.

Work to ensure that pupils are on course to achieving a high level of
fluency beyond the funded project lifespan. Pupils will be expected to be
on track to complete the GCSE/A level or equivalent, plus HSK 4 and 5.
